Fencing New Zealand
Selection Criteria

February 2020

The following selection criteria were adopted by Fencing New Zealand on 5 May 2013,
amended on 7 February 2015, amended 14" December 2017, Amended 22nd February 2020".

NOTE

The selection criteria are presented here as a separate document but in time will form part of the
Selection Policy, which will outline the processes around selection, and the High Performance
Programme which will outline the plan to develop high performance fencing in New Zealand.

Together they will form part of the suite of policy and governance documents addressing the full
range of activities undertaken and promoted by Fencing New Zealand. This will include, but is not
limited to:

e development of the fencer base, recruitment and retention;

e coach development;

o oOfficiating (referees, DT, competition management) development

The selection period ends on the closing date of nominations as published for the specific event on
the FeNZ website.

The selection period is to be taken as the last 12 months prior to the closing date mentioned
above, unless the FeNZ Exec minute different instructions.

4. Where spaces remain unfilled, those fencers who, based on performance, experience and sKills,
and should their current level of development continue, would make them a serious contender for a
top half finish at Asian Zone Cadets or Juniors in the next 2 years. Must have at least 2 years left to
fence at Cadet level.

6.1 Olympic Zone Qualifying Competition

Senior / Youth
Objective: qualification

Selection Criteria.
The fencers name is already on the NZOC Long List

The Selectors will take into consideration the overriding criteria for Olympic selection
referred to in section 6 of this document.

The Selectors will assess nominees for selection to the Olympic Qualifying Tournament
taking into account the following criteria in priority order:

1. Demonstrated DE match win in an FIE tournament against a FIE top 32 ranked
fencer or a fencer who, in the Selectors opinion, is likely to be top 32 ranked as
defined by the overriding Olympic selection criteria referenced in section 6 above

2. Demonstrated Poule match win in an FIE tournament against a FIE top 32
ranked fencer or a fencer who, in the Selectors opinion, is likely to be top 32 ranked
as defined by the overriding Olympic selection criteria referenced in section 6 above

If, in the view of the Selectors, two or more fencers are equal with respect to the above, the
fencer with the highest FIE ranking should prevail.

In the event no fencer meets the above criteria the Selectors may, at their discretion, select
the highest FIE ranked nominee to attend this event as a development opportunity.

7. Notes

High Performance Programme

Participation in the High Performance Programme will not be a prerequisite for selection.
However, participation and performance in the HPP may be taken into account when two
or more fencers are being compared. There will be greater knowledge of a fencer's
strengths and weaknesses, and development, that may carry weight for selection,
particularly in relation to team events.
